U.S. APP Funds New Clean Energy Projects in China 

As part of the U.S. Government’s participation in the Asia-Pacific Partnership on Clean Development and 
Climate (APP), Under Secretary for Democracy and Global Affairs Paula J. Dobriansky recently announced 
funding for eight projects in China that will receive over $6.7 million in USG funding and leverage more than 
$8 million in additional funding.  These projects will make significant contributions to APP efforts to facilitate 
investment in clean technologies, accelerate the sharing of energy-efficient best practices, and identify policy 
barriers to the diffusion of clean energy technologies. 

In June 2008, the U.S. Department of State issued a Request for Assistance (RFA) seeking proposals from 
U.S. and Chinese organizations interested in contributing to the APP’s goals through innovative public-private 
partnerships.  In a convincing display of widespread interest in advancing clean energy technology in China, 
the RFA resulted in the submission of over 90 APP clean energy proposals -- totaling over $75 million. 

Projects were chosen through a rigorous competition among proposals from a wide array of organizations, 
including universities, non-governmental organizations, private enterprise, international organizations, and 
local governments, and represent partnerships between U.S., Chinese and other Asia-Pacific Partnership country organizations.   
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U.S. APP Signs Memorandum of Understanding with NASEO 

At the annual meeting of the National Association of State Energy Officials, on September 9 th,, Ambassador 

Reno L. Harnish, Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary in the U.S. Department of State’s Bureau of Oceans, 

Environment, and Science, signed a Memorandum of Understanding with State Energy Directors that will 

provide a mechanism to promote clean technology transfer efforts from the United States to China and In-

dia.  Implementation of the agreement will occur through the APP.  The Ambassador spoke about the initia-

tive saying, “We in the APP look to expand our work with state and local governments that are paving the 

way for a cleaner energy future.  We welcome and are actively seeking your increased participation in APP 

activities.”   One example of state participation in APP activities is a project promoting energy efficiency 

cooperation between the Indian state of Maharashtra and the state of California that will help alleviate Ma-

harashtra’s 5000 MW energy shortfall.  The Department of State and NASEO will soon develop a plan for 

collaborating on a variety of similar projects focused on promoting renewable energy and energy efficiency.
